Such person shall pay the tax due on such
occupancies at the time of filing such report. There shall also be furnished to the tax
collector at the time of payment of such tax a copy of the guarterly monthly report filed with
the state comptroller in connection with the state hotel occupancy tax.

2. That this ordinance shall be published and shall take effect and be in force from

and after publication.
